L ong ago, a local nobleman had a beautiful daughter known as Princess Adachi. However,

maids. When her grieving father visited Kumano Gongen shrine to pray, he received a sacred
tree. When he let it float out to sea, as was the custom, it mysteriously returned to the banks of
the Numata River in Adachi (currently Kumanoki-iri, near 2-43 Kohoku). The monk Gyoki used
the wood to carve six statues of Amida Buddha in memory of the princess and her maids. There
was still some wood left over, so Gyoki carved one more statue of
Amida Buddha that is now kept at Shououji temple —also known as
Kiamari (“Leftover Wood”) temple.

O nce upon a time, a wealthy villager from Nissato (now Nissato-

cho in Soka, Saitama) had a daughter named Princess Kenaga
(literally “Long-Hair”). Princess Kenaga was much beloved by the | _«
villagers for her gentleness and beauty. She married the eldest son |
of another wealthy family across the river in Toneri, but her new in-
laws were so cruel that she eventually drowned herself in the nearby
swamp. After that, the swamp became wild and dangerous after long
rains, and the villagers began to fear that it was possessed by the
princess’s vengeful spirit. Several years later, there was a fierce storm,
and a swathe of black hair some three or four meters long washed up
on the swamp’s banks. The hair was taken to Princess Kenaga’s father |

in Nissato, who had it enshrined as a deity at the newly built Kenaga [ 4
Shrine. After this, the swamp became placid again. It soon became known as Kenaga Swamp, and
the river that flows into it was renamed Kenaga River.

In 1905, five
cherry trees from the banks of this river were
presented to Washington D.C. as a symbol
of friendship between Japan and the United
States. In 1981, the United States returned
the favor, sending seedlings to replant the
riverbanks that had lost their trees over the decades since. Since the trees’ “homecoming,” the
area has been known as the “five-colored cherry blossom promenade of Adachi” (Adachi goshiki
sakura no sanpo-michi).
